9th NATIONAL RURAL HEALTH CONFERENCE - CALL FOR PAPERS NOW OPEN ONLINE

It only seems five minutes since we welcomed you all to Alice Springs. How time flies when we’re having fun! Those of you who were there
will remember the central commitment we made to achieving equal health for people in remote and rural areas by 2020. We aren’t there
yet, and the 9th Conference in Albury represents the next major opportunity for us to check progress and reflect on our successes and
continuing challenges.

There is a lot happening in rural and remote health, even though we are not apparently central to the current political agenda. Those things
that are on top of the agenda, however, are certainly related to health and well-being.

The Conference in Albury is a chance for us all to get together again to focus on the evidence about where we are up to and how we can
improve our circumstances. The evidence we need comes not only from the work of researchers and academics, but also from the reports
of consumers and managers about realities on the ground and in the corridors of power. It should surely be possible for us to bring
together experiences from the past decade and from various parts of rural and remote Australia to agree on what works best, and why.

I therefore encourage you to attend the Conference and to have your say. You can be assured that the NRHA will provide you with a very
warm welcome and a well-managed event. In addition to the evidence you will hear, there will be a range of activity to ensure that you are
kept entertained and . There will be an arts-in-health stream, an exhibition, networking time, and the opportunity to meet new and old
friends.

We pride ourselves on making sure that the Conference is not a talkfest but an opportunity to agree on action we can collaboratively
pursue. We need your input, your ideas and your support to ensure that, as soon as possible, people in rural and remote areas have the
same opportunities and the same health as people in our major cities.

I look forward to seeing you in Albury.

$30m TRAINING FOR REMOTE AGED-CARE STAFF

Personal care staff in small aged-care facilities in rural and isolated locations will receive continued support to improve their skills, with
funding of $30 million over four years, the Minister for Ageing, Senator Santo Santoro, has announced.

"Another four years of the Support for Aged Care Training (SACT) program will provide personal care staff with relevant vocational
education and training to assist them to upgrade their skills,” Senator Santoro said.

HOUSEHOLD WEALTH AND WEALTH DISTRIBUTION, AUSTRALIA, 2003-04
(ABS Cat 6554.0, released 27 April 2006)

Average net worth varies between states and territories and between capital cities and elsewhere. In 2003-04, Tasmanian households
recorded the lowest mean net worth at $325,000, or 31% below the average for all Australian households. Sydney households had a mean
net worth of $641,000, 27% above the capital city average of $504,000 and 37% above the average of $468,000 for all Australian
households. The mean net worth of $504,000 for capital city households was 24% above the mean of $405,000 for households in the
remainder of Australia.

AMA RURAL REFERENCE GROUP FORMALLY REJECTS BONDED MEDICAL PLACES

The AMA Rural Reference Group (AMARRG) has passed a motion formally rejecting unfunded bonded medical places, saying they are
ineffective in attracting doctors to move to the country and stay in country practice for the long term. AMARRG members are GPs,
specialists, and doctors in training who live and work in rural and regional Australia.

The AMARRG passed the following motion:

The AMA Rural Reference Group endorses existing AMA policies that oppose the unfunded bonding of medical schools places as
international evidence demonstrates that such policies are ineffective in delivering sustainable medical workforce increases in areas of
workforce shortage. The AMARRG strongly believes that participation in schemes that include a return of service obligation should be
incentive based.

The AMARRG considers that conditions imposed on participants must be fair and equitable, and the return of service obligation should not
exceed the length of the medical degree. All periods of service in workforce shortage areas following graduation from medical school should
count towards the return of service obligation.

Will innovations in e-Health live up to their extraordinary promise? It has been touted as a mechanism to dissolve physical distance, bring
the knowledge of the specialist into rural surgeries, remote health clinics and multipurpose services, and enable secure exchange of vital
medical information.
