Subject: Specialised skin cancer training for GPs - the first of it's kind in Australia

For the first time in Australia, and possibly the world, GPs will be able to attend skin cancer workshops and gain a university-based
qualification.

The Skin Cancer Workshops, developed by the University of Queensland’s (UQ) School of Medicine and a team of international specialists, aim
to provide GPs with introductory training in the diagnosis and management of skin cancer in the primary care setting.

This course qualifies for 60 Category 1 RACGP CPD points, ACRRM PDP points and is recognised under the Rural Procedural Grants. GPs who
undertake this course will also receive a UQ Professional Certificate in Skin Cancer.

Skin cancer is the most common form of cancer in Australia and GPs remove up to 720,000 suspected skin cancers each year. This training will
give GPs specialised training in skin cancer diagnosis and treatment.



The two-day weekend workshops will be delivered by specialists and industry experts, in small group settings, to ensure that outstanding
learning outcomes can be achieved. The workshops are interactive and case-based, giving GPs a hands on and practical education program.

Workshops will be held at universities in every capital, Auckland and the Gold Coast from July — November. As this is the only university-based
qualification of its kind available in Australia, and with limited spaces available, GPs will need to register quickly to make sure they can
participate in these workshops.

RURAL CANCER FEARS

Michael Condon (National Rural Reporter)

New research has found that workers in agriculture, mining and forestry are the most at
risk of developing cancer. A report released this week finds that workers in all
Australian workplaces are twice as likely as previously thought, to be exposed to cancer
causing substances, with a total of 1.5 million workers at risk. And those with the
biggest cause for concern are the workers routinely exposed to UV rays, pesticides,
fumes, dust and asbestos, meaning many of them live in regional Australia. But the
Queensland-based Farmsafe organisation says cancer risks have been greatly minimised
because farmers now have to go through chemical accreditation programs. It denies there's
evidence of high cancer rates in agriculture because of pesticides.

Mr Vaile says the
proposal has received some support from the Health Minister Tony Abbott, and would be
written into the health funding agreements for 2008.

AUSTRALIA'S HEALTH 2006

Australia's international ranking for numerous aspects of health is among the top 10 of the world's developed countries, according to the
Australian Institute of Health and Welfare's latest national report card on health, Australia's health 2006.

It shows that while we should be pleased with the overall improvements in health, lifestyle-related risk factors such as insufficient physical
activity, obesity and Type 2 Diabetes are still a concern. Smoking also remains a public health challenge, and there is still too little evidence
that the health of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples is improving.

A disturbing fact that continues to pervade the overall health picture is the poorer health of Australia's Indigenous population. Death rates of
Indigenous infants remain about 3 times those of other Australian infants, and about 70% of Indigenous Australians die before reaching 65,
compared with a little over 20% for other Australians.'

RURAL CHEMO - LACK OF ACCESS THE REAL KILLER

Rural doctors and other rural healthcare professionals provide safe and effective chemotherapy to cancer patients in rural communities,
providing a critical local service for those unable or unwilling to travel hours to major centres for the same treatment, the Rural Doctors
Association of Australia (RDAA) has argue.

“On ABC TV’s Four Corners recently, a spokesman for the Clinical Oncological Society of Australia claimed that some healthcare staff in rural
Australia are untrained in providing chemotherapy and hence not able to provide optimal treatment outcomes for rural cancer patients” RDAA
President, Dr Ross Maxwell, said.

“This does not reflect the real situation. Research indicates that if you live in remote areas of Australia and are diagnosed with cancer, you are
35% to 300% more likely to die over the ensuing five years than if you live in an area with the greatest access to health services, depending on
the type of cancer you have contracted.

“Many rural patients cannot access cancer diagnosis and treatment close to home and therefore in a timely manner. It is this lack of access
which causes the poor cancer outcomes in the bush. Chemotherapy is provided in rural Australia to address the enormous difficulties that rural
and remote patients have in accessing chemotherapy far from home. Rural and remote cancer sufferers need more local services, not less,"” Dr
Maxwell said.

GP TRAINING IN RURAL AUSTRALIA
Regional areas with a shortage of GPs may gain access to extra services under an expanded rural program for GP registrars.

Registrars training in rural areas will now be able to undertake some early GP training in regional centres where they could receive more
support from other medical practitioners, before moving to smaller or remote towns. At present, registrars do all their GP training in small or
remote towns but, from January 2007, they can choose to be based in regional centres during the first year of their training. The Rural
Transition Program is an extension of a successful pilot conducted in Dubbo by General Practice Education and Training (GPET) which
demonstrated that allowing registrars to train in regional areas increased the number of registrars applying to work in these areas. The new
program will be run by regional training providers in Victoria, the Northern Territory, NSW, Queensland and Tasmania.

This new initiative is expected to attract about 17 additional registrars into regional areas in 2007. The program will be evaluated by GPET at
the end of 2007.

BEYOND PETROL SNIFFING: RENEWING HOPE FOR INDIGENOUS COMMUNITIES

The Senate Community Affairs References Committee tabled its unanimous report of its inquiry into petrol sniffing in remote Aboriginal
communities.

For over twenty years petrol sniffing has been the subject of many reports, reviews,

coronial inquiries and research projects. The reasons why young Indigenous people

sniff petrol, the disruptive impact on Indigenous communities, and the severe health

implications for individuals are well known and have been repeatedly addressed in all

of the reports. The lack of progress in implementing recommendations contained in these reports has created much frustration and despair in
communities.

The key components to solving the problems of petrol sniffing will be a

holistic approach: a whole-of-government approach matched with on-going

commitment and sustained funding of programs that engage Indigenous communities.

The Commonwealth's Eight Point Regional Strategy for Central Australia, although

restricted to a designated region in Central Australia, is an important initiative in

addressing petrol sniffing. The Committee considers that the supply of Opal is vital to reducing petrol sniffing. Community-based programs and
initiatives in Indigenous communities have proven to be one highly effective strategy in reducing the prevalence of petrol sniffing.

FELS’ TASKFORCE MAKES SMART START ON 'SMARTCARD’

AMA President, Dr Mukesh Haikerwal, said today that apart from longstanding concerns about privacy, security and confidentiality, the AMA is
generally positive about the first discussion paper released by Professor Allan Fels’ Access Card Consumer and Privacy Taskforce. Dr Haikerwal

said the AMA remains strongly opposed to any moves to make the health and social services access card (the card formerly known as
Smartcard) developing into a de facto national ID card, and the report addresses this concern to a degree.



“The recent watering down of privacy provisions in social security legislation shows that legislation may not offer adequate protection, and this
is something the AMA will discuss with the Taskforce.

"Another key area is e-health functionality for the card into the future. We are comfortable with safeguards around the existing concept of the
access card and the contemporary technology that supports it, but we feel more needs to be done to provide consumer confidence in possible
future functions for the card and how its role and use will change with new technology.

This paper investigates the geographical distribution of disadvantaged areas across Australia. We use the Socio-economic Indexes for Areas
(SEIFA), in particular the Index of Relative Socio-economic Disadvantage, to identify areas with relatively high proportions of people with
characteristics associated with low socio-economic status.

While the majority of people living in disadvantaged CDs are in urban areas there is a proportional over-representation of disadvantaged CDs in
remote areas. Only 2.7% of Australians live in remote or very remote areas but 13.7% of these are in disadvantaged CDs compared with 5.1%
of people in major cities.
